
UDAIPUR (2N) – KUMBHALGARH (1N)
3N / 4D

Day 01: Udaipur Station / Airport – Hotel
Arrival at Udaipur Railway Station / Airport, transfer to hotel. Check-in to hotel. Half Day free for leisure / Personal  
Activities.  Later  visit  some  Sight  Seeing  Seheliyon-KI-Bari -  Queen’s  resort  for  their  friends,  Maharana  Pratap 
Memorial, Fateh Sagar (Enjoy Boating & take a photo stop at Nehru Garden) Sukhadia Circle (Drive Pass),  Bhartiya 
Lok kala Museum - a museum of folk and art, it displays a rich collection of folk dresses, ornaments, puppets, masks,  
dolls etc.  Over Night stay at Udaipur Hotel.

{UDAIPUR Known as the "City of Lakes" & “Venice of the East” formerly the capital of the Mewar Kingdom, is the 
crown jewel of  the state of  Rajasthan. Udaipur is surrounded by the lush green Aravali Hills & series of four 
water lakes. It’s founded by Maharaja Udai  Singh II  in  1552.  T he Palaces, grand Gardens, Lakes, Museums 
and cultural shows present a glimpse of its rich past.}

Day 02: Udaipur SightSeeing
After breakfast start for Udaipur city tour Visit City Palace – The largest palace complex of Rajasthan, Jagdish Temple 
– built by Maharana Jagat Singh and is dedicated to Lord Vishnu & visit  Gulab bagh (Zoo – Toy Train – Botanical 
Garden) later visit  Dudh Talai, here can enjoy Rope Way & Musial fountain.& in Evening free at local market for  
shopping. Over Night stay at Udaipur Hotel.

Day 03: Udaipur – Kumbhalgarh  (90 Km / 2 hrs)   via Haldhi Ghati Museum  
After breakfast check out from hotel and drive for Kumbhalgarh.  Enroute visit  Haldhi Ghati Museum.  After Noon 
arrive Kumbhalgarh, Hotel check in, later visit Kumbhalgarh fort along with world’s 2nd largest Wall, Temple, Palace 
etc. In Evening enjoy Light & Sound Show. Over Night stay at Kumbhalgarh Hotel.

{THE KUMBHALGARH fort built in the 15th century AD by Rana Kumbha, is the second most important fort of 
Rajasthan  and  is  a  truly  magnificent  sight.  The  charming  location  of  the  fort  at  the  foothills  of  pebbly  
Aravalli hills increases the overall appeal of the place. The wall of Kumbhalgarh Fort is the second longest  
continuous wall in the world, after the Great Wall of China,  The  wall  of  the  fort  stretches  some  36  km 
and is situated at a height of 1,914 m.  The 586 sq km. Kumbhalgarh Wildlife Sanctuaries has a jungle Safari 
to offer too, a rich variety of wildlife like the panther, sloth bear, wild boar, four-horned antelope and so many wild 
animals}

Day 04: Udaipur Railway Station / Airport (90 Km / 2 hrs)
After breakfast check out from hotel on time & enjoy Jungle safari. Later transfer Udaipur Railway Station / Airport (2 
Hrs) for your onward / return Journey. “Tour Ends With Sweet Memories of a Wonderful Holiday.”
