
JAIPUR (2N) - BIKANER (1N) - JAISALMER (2N) - JODHPUR (1N) – PUSHKAR 1N
7N/8D

Day 01: Arrive in Jaipur
Arrival at Jaipur Railway Station / Airport, transfer to hotel. Check-in to the hotel and freshen up. Later, leave for half 
day local Sight Seeing around the city.  You can begin with a visit to the City Palace which is known to be the formal 
residence of a royal family, visit Chandra mahal – City Palace Museum which houses the private collection of Jaipur  
Maharajas, After Sight Seeing around the palace, visit  Jantar-Mantar which is a stone observatory and the largest 
observatory built by Maharaja Jai Singh, also visit Hawa Mahal & In the evening enjoy Shopping in Colorful Pink City 
Bazar. Over Night stay at Jaipur Hotel.

{Jaipur ; The capital city of Rajasthan, is a vibrant combination of the old and the new. It was developed as a 
planned city  in  the  1727 AD by  Sawai  Jai  Singh II.   Beautiful Palaces, Forts,  Museum, Temples and colorful 
bazaars speak of the PINK CITY’S glorious regal past.}

Day 02: Jaipur
After breakfast leave for a Sight Seeingtour around Jaipur. The first attraction which you visit today is the Amber Fort 
& Palace. Explore the glorious past of Rajasthan with a visit to these historical attractions. Later, take a photo stop at  
Jal Mahal, Later visit  Albet Hall Museum. In the evening, visit the famous  Laxmi Narayan Mandir. Later  enjoy at 
Shopping mall Or Pink City Bazar OR you can take an optional tour to visit Chokhi Dhani – An Ethnic Village Resort. 
Late night return back to hotel. Over Night stay at Jaipur Hotel.

Day 03: Jaipur– Bikaner (325 Km / 5 -6hrs) & Shekhawati’s Temple
After breakfast transfer to Bikaner. Enroute visit Khatu Shyam Ji Temple, Salasar Balaji Temple etc. In Evening arrive 
Bikaner, on arrival check-in to your hotel. Later visit  Camel Breeding Farm and the famous rat temple at  Deshnok 
(Karni Mata Temple) & free at local market for shopping. Over Night stay at Bikaner Hotel.

{Bikaner ; The dazzling city established in the 1448 AD by Rao Bika ji, boasts of old world charm located in the 
midest of Thar desert, it’s  best known as the "camel country" for breeding some of the best-known riding camels, 
Bikaner also happens to house one of the only two models of the biplane used by the British in World War 1. The 
city will mesmerize you with beautiful sand dunes, its ancient palaces and forts, built of red sandstone, & its own 
unique temple dedicated to Karni Mata at Deshnok, called the Rats Temple.}

Day 04: Bikaner – Jaisalmer (330km/6-7Hrs)
Morning after breakfast, hotel check out & visit local  Sight Seeing covering Visit  Junagarh fort - Museum (built on 
plains unlike all  major forts of Rajasthan),  Lal  Garh Palace  etc.  Later drive to Jaisalmer, enroute visit  Ramdevra 
Temple. In Evening arrive Jaisalmer, hotel check in & freshen up.  Over Night stay at Jaisalmer Hotel.

{Jaisalmer, “the Golden City”, is known for its Fort Rajwada, yellow sandstone Structures, dusky Landscape ,  
romantic Sand Dunes, ravishing Havelis, splendid Temples, graceful with Lakes and vibrant Bazaars. The city was 
founded in 12th century by Ruler Rawla Jaisal.}

Day 05: Jaisalmer Sight Seeing & Camp
After breakfast, Hotel check out visit the Jaisalmer Fort which is made by unique Golden Lime stone, that’s why it’s 
known as Golden Fort or Sonar Qila. After that visit Jain Temple, Patwon-ki-haveli, {People still live in these ancient 
buildings dating from 12th to 15th century. Every house has exquisite carvings and filigreed work}.  And  visit  War 
Museum & Gadisar Lake.  After that drive to Sum Desert (40Km /1Hr), Arrive  Desert Camp city, check in your Dlx 
Swiss tent, later enjoy camel ride on Sam Sand Dunes & you can experience the spectacular view of Sunset in Thar 
desert & later enjoy Folk dance Program with Traditional Dinner. Over Night stay at Jaisalmer Camp.

Day 06: Jaisalmer   –   Jodhpur (325 Km / 5 -6hrs)   



After breakfast drive to Jodhpur. On arrival, check-in to the hotel. Later visit local city tour Covering Umaid Bhawan 
Palace Museum, Mehrangarh Fort- situated on a low sandstone hill, with in the fort visit Moti Mahal and Phool  
Mahal. Also visit Jaswant Thada - an imposing marble cenotaph built in memory of Maharaja Jaswant Singh II around  
1899, Kaylana Lake and Mandore Garden etc. Over Night stay at Jodhpur Hotel.

{Jodhpur, formerly known as Marwar it’s also known as the "The Blue City”, "Sun City "and "Gateway to Thar".  
The city was founded in 1459 A.D by the Rathore rulers.  Jodhpur is  famous for  its Mehrangarh fort,  Palace, 
Temples, Sweets – Snacks and Blue Houses, as most of the architecture – forts, palaces, temples, havelis and even 
houses are built in vivid shades of blue in the old cit.}

Day 07: Jodhpur – Pushkar (200 Km / 4-5hrs)
After early breakfast, drive to Pushkar, Noon arrive Ajmer and Visit Ajmer-e-Sharief Dargah, Adhai-Din-Ka Jhonpara, 
Ana Sagar Lake etc. Later transfer to Pushkar (1/2 Hrs), arrive Pushkar  Free for rest / leisure / visit local market.  Over 
Night stay at Ajmer / Pushkar Hotel. 
 
 {Ajmer – Pushkar: It’s nestled in Aravali hills, Ajmer city is known for its rich heritage, culture, and significant history,  
famous for the Ajmer Dargah Sharif, and near by Pushkar, Called Tirtha- raj, is one of the olden town in India, famous 
for Brahma Temple – Pushkar lake, it’s the ultimate Hindu pilgrimage.}

Day 08: Pushkar   –   Ajmer Railway Station / Airport  
After breakfast check out  on time from hotel & visit  various temples and Ghats and holy Pushkar Lake. There are 
more than 400 hundred temples in Pushkar but the main attraction being  the temple of Lord Brahma, the only 
temple  in  India  dedicated to  Brahma.  Later  drop  at  Ajmer  Railway Station /  Airport  or  Jaipur  (3Hrs)   for  your 
onward / return Journey. “Tour Ends With Sweet Memories of a Wonderful Holiday.”
